As we go into Christmas, we need to make sure that the campaign
stays strong,” said Lars Rogers, 2011 Volunteer Campaign Co-Chair.

The money raised during this campaign is put directly back into the community and provides
consistent funding to over 30 programs and services in Central Alberta. Last year, 27,041
people received counseling, outreach and support services related to physical well being and
mental health. In total, over 92,000 people in Central Alberta were helped thanks to donor
dollars raised during campaign.
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
